The fourth day
featured structured discussions to identify and analyze rural youth challenges, followed by sessions on
drafting youth policies and defining policy goals and outcomes. Day five included study visits to local
initiatives in to observe best practices in rural youth engagement. Advocacy took center stage on the sixth
day, with participants exploring policy review and approval processes, types of advocacy campaigns, and
strategy development. On the seventh day, participants created implementation plans for traditional and
media advocacy while focusing on social media campaign planning. The final day consolidated learning
through reflection sessions, networking, and planning next steps under the European Youth Village
framework, concluding with final evaluation and the Youthpass certification ceremony. Intercultural
evenings, reflection groups, and evaluation activities were interwoven throughout the program to support
holistic learning and foster collaboration.
